Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar Marathwada University, Chhatrapati Sambhajinagar and Mrs. Kesharbai Sonajirao 

Kshirsagar aka Kaku College of Arts, Science and Commerce, Beed and National Service Planning Department in 

association with Environment Conservation and Health and Child Marriage Free Special Youth and Young Women 

Residential Camp Mauje Nalwandi District Beed from 9th February 2024 to 15th February 2024 period was taken. 

In this camp, clean village youth development, prevention of child marriage, women empowerment, new voter 

public awareness, health awareness, area cleanliness as well as health camp and different social awareness activities 

were implemented. 

 

On February 9, 2024, the camp was inaugurated by Joint Secretary of Navgan Education Institute. Done by Yogesh 

Kshirsagar. The Chief Guest in this program Adv. Rajendra (Anna) Raut was present. The president of the program 

was the principal of the college. Shivananda was Kshirsagar. Village Sarpanch Rajendra Radhakisan Raut 

Upasarpanch Mrs. Mangaltai Bandu Mhetre, Panchayat Samiti Member Uttareshwar Sonwane, Seva Sahakari 

Society Chairman Ganesh Baliram Raut on 10 February 2024 at around 5.30 am.

On February 13, 2024, after tea and breakfast in the morning session, cleaning and draining the side of the main 

road from the Gram Panchayat office and collecting the dirt together, plastic balls and carrybacks were put in the 

gravel and then in the afternoon session, Dr. Pallavi Irlapalle made new voter awareness and the importance of 

voting to the citizens of the village and to the voters by going to the settlement. Along with that Prof. Carpenter P. 

R. He told about the changes in the Indian Constitution. Cricket game by volunteers after afternoon session 

 

Enjoyed and in the night session Prof. of Music Department in residential school.
